	Religious Studies
Religious Studies is an expanding area at Three Rivers Academy with a department of 3 subject specialists. We take pride in working closely together to plan and resource an engaging and challenging curriculum to support student to explore different beliefs and religions. Students study Philosophy, Religion and Ethics (PRE) at Key Stage 3 and enjoy a range of learning activities, considering key questions, including: ‘Do religious believers make the best ethical decisions?’ and ‘How can I tackle tough questions?’. In Year 9 students begin the AQA Short Course GCSE RS syllabus, focusing Christianity and Islam before moving on to explore thematic studies of Family and Relationships. In Year 10, students continue their thematic studies, focusing on War, Peace and Conflict before embarking on a revision programme to prepare them for their final examination at the end of Year 10. As we continue to grow as a department we are looking to offer A level Philosophy (AQA). 
HUMANITIES FACULTY
The Humanities Faculty is a very enthusiastic and supportive Faculty which includes 19 subject specialists and a wide range of subjects taught at Key Stage 3, 4 and 5. We work collaboratively across the Faculty; sharing good practise and discussing pedagogy with the common goal to ensure that all students are supported and challenged to achieve their best. Within the new school site, there is a Humanities area with 10 classrooms and 2 shared staff work rooms where the team collectively work and meet. Humanities lessons are engaging, active, well planned and students respond positively to the high expectations we have of them.
